Prior to commencing any work on the product, open an upstream circuit 
breaker or the like to isolate all sources of power/voltage. Doing so may 
result in electric shock. 

Operation Precautions 
When the breaker trips open automatically, remove the cause; then close 
the breaker. Otherwise, a fire could result. 
Do not apply excessive force to the interlock Lever. Otherwise, damage 
may occur. 
Do not attempt to force an interlocked breaker into the closed position. 
Otherwise, damage may occur.
